When the scoop is loaded, move the auxiliary hydraulic lever to roll back the scoop to contain the load.

To dump the load, move the auxiliary hydraulic lever.

NOTE: A rear weight bar is recommended to use with the Slip Scoop. Add weights equal to the load

carried in the scoop. Remove weights when the Slip Scoop is removed.
